West Ottawa Statistician Notes

Game Score Sheets

1. Game sheets should be completed as per the guidelines shown on the attached game sheet example.  The NCRRL requests that all game sheets comply with these guidelines in order to avoid errors or misinterpretation of game data.

2. It is the Home Team’s responsibility to bring the game sheet to the game and to ensure that it is completed properly for both teams. 
Suggest that every team manager bring game sheets to Visitor games as well, in case the Home Team forgets to bring one.

3. Complete the team roster and other general info prior to game start – refs will check the number of players on the ice against the roster list. Absent players must be crossed off the game sheet label (all pages) prior to game.
4. During the game, the scorekeeper is responsible for keeping track of goals, assists, penalties, and associated times.  The Home Team must provide the Scorekeeper and Timekeeper for the game. 

5. Both game refs MUST sign the game sheet at the end of the game.  Ensure they include their referee number and that both their name and number are legible.

6. Once the game sheet information has been verified by the Home Team, keep the white copy for submission to the WORA Statistician, retain the yellow copy for your team records, hand the pink copy to the Visiting Team manager or coach.  

7. After the completion of a game, the Home Team must

a. As soon as possible after the game (preferably the same day) e-mail the game results to the NCRRL statistician:

i. Go to the game score report page on the NCRRL web site http://www.erra.ncrrl.on.ca/ncrrl/reports.asp or follow the quick link “Report game scores” available on the West Ottawa website.  Fill in the on-line form as per the instructions and then hit the “Submit Form” button at the bottom of the page.  

ii. This will send the entered game details to both the NCRRL and West Ottawa statisticians.  

iii. You will receive a confirmation e-mail from NCRRL once your information has been received and posted on the web site.

iv. Online submission of game scores must also include penalty information, by player, for both home and visiting teams.  It is the responsibility of the home team to submit this information online. 

v. Note: The NCRRL has requested that each association try to ensure that a single person from each team be responsible for online submissions of home game scores.  This will ensure consistency of data entered and reduce the number of errors associated with submissions.  It is strongly recommended that each team assign a single person to be responsible for online game score submissions.  
b. Submit the white portion of the game sheet to the West Ottawa Statistician. 
Drop off locations for 2011-2012 are:

i. Bell Sensplex Ottawa Citizen – drop-off folder in “alternate dressing room” taped to wall adjacent to washroom.

(back right hand ice surface)

ii. West Ottawa Statistician

(game sheets can be mailed to the above address)

Remember to get the white copy of the game sheet to the WORA Statistician ASAP.  
All game sheets must be mailed to NCRRL within 2 weeks of play.  Fines will be invoked for late game sheets.  Offending teams will be responsible for paying late game sheet fines.    

Rescheduled or Cancelled Game Reporting

1. In the event of a need to reschedule or cancel a scheduled game you will need to inform the opposing team coach of the need to reschedule/cancel. Note that game reschedules/cancellations will be allowed for the following reasons ONLY
a. Tournament conflicts

b. Inclement weather

c. Loss of Ice

d. League Problem

e. Other (must be pre-approved by WORA and NCRRL)

2. The NCRRL will also need to be informed of a game reschedule or cancellation.

3. The Cancelling team must submit the online reschedule/cancellation form.  If the Cancelling team is the visiting team, it must fill in the form from the Home team association so that the Home team scheduler is informed of the change.
4. The following is extracted from the NCRRL web site and describes the process for reporting rescheduled or cancelled games:
In all cases of cancellations and regardless of the circumstances, the home team will be given the first opportunity to provide two possible dates for rescheduling the game. However, the home team is not obligated to do so unless they are also the cancelling team, in which case they must be the first to provide the alternate dates. The dates and times provided must not conflict with either team's game schedule and must be appropriate for the division and levels of the teams involved. If the dates offered meet these conditions, the visiting team must accept one of the two dates or risk forfeiting the game. 
If the home team is unable to propose two acceptable dates, the visiting team will provide two possible dates and times. If the dates and times offered meet the conditions noted above, the home team must accept one of the two dates or forfeit the game. 
The date for the rescheduled game must be determined, in cases of participation in a tournament, within two weeks of the date that notice of the tournament was provided by the cancelling team, and in all other cases, within two weeks of the originally scheduled game. The details of the rescheduled game must be reported by the cancelling team through the NCRRL website. This does not mean that the game has to be played within two weeks, only that the date of the game must be decided within two weeks.The game must, however, be played before the end of the current half of the season and before the start of play offs. 
Should the date of the rescheduled game not be decided within two weeks of the originally scheduled game, the league executive will review the dates offered by both teams. Should it be found that one of the teams did not fully co-operate and accept a reasonable offered date, that team will forfeit the game. 
In all cases, the cancelling team (and their respective association) will be held financially responsible for the cost of the game ice and any fees payable to officials if proper notice of the cancellation is not provided.
5. If you are the Cancelling Team, to send rescheduling/cancellation notification to NCRRL, go to the game reporting page on the NCRRL website http://www.erra.ncrrl.on.ca/gamereportlist.html (the quick link is available on the West Ottawa web site).  

a. Select either the Rescheduled or Cancelled game report link.

b. Select the appropriate association link (West Ottawa if you are the Home team, the Home team’s association if you are the Visiting team).
c. Complete the on-line form as per the instructions and hit the “Submit Form” Button when complete.

6. The completed form will be submitted to both the NCRRL and Association Schedulers.  You will receive an e-mail confirmation from NCRRL once the data is received and changes posted to the web site.

7. If you are the Visiting Team, it is not mandatory to inform the West Ottawa Scheduler of the change, however, it is a good idea to send him/her an e-mail anyway so that the change can be posted on the schedules page of the West Ottawa website.

8. The entire procedure associated with requesting reschedules or cancellations can be found at http://www.erra.ncrrl.on.ca/coaches_page_ncrrl.html .  Please review these rules carefully – NCRRL will be strictly enforcing these rules.
